Abstract.

The purpose of the article is analysis of Ukrainian subject in Ukrainian artists of XIXth century
Ivan Ajvazovsky’s and lllia Riepin’s art, in connection with what motives of artists’ heritage and their
contribution in Ukrainian and world culture are reflected. The methodology of the research
conditioned by using, exapt general scientific methods (analysis, synthesis, induction, deduction),
special scientific methods of historic disciplines (historic-genetic, historic-typologic, prosopographic
methods) and principles of objectivity and historicism. Scientific novelty consists in comprehensive
reflection of Ukrainians’ life in Illlia Riepin’s and Ivan Ajvazovsky’s art andaccent of attention at high
level of Ukrainians’ moral spirit on Ukrainian painters’ canvases.

Ajvazovsky’s pictures may be called ethnographic sources, which reflect everyday life, calendar
ritualism and other aspects of Ukrainian people life in XIX century. Painters fully succeeded reflect
Ukrainians’ attitude to life in general, their identify, manners, traditions, reproduce mentality of
community. As we see for example of I. Ajvazovsky’s art, domination of steppe subject in context of
Ukrainian motives conditioned by painter’s consciousness, on the base on what we can make
conclusion about steppe as main ingredient of Ukrainians’ mentality. Features of I. Riepin’s painting
allow us affirm about absence of inferiority complex in tradition Ukrainian mentality, because it
appeared through Ukrainians’ defeats in course of state formation but we see high developed culture,
that wasn’t destroyed even in causes of imperial offensives to cultural heritage whith goal of destroying
civilized people. Reflection of church subject in Ukrainian painters’ art allows state inseparability of
spiritual people for keeping Ukrainian moral spirit. As we see, Ukrainian painters’ painting realistically
portrays Ukrainians’ character and their past, that proves authors favor to Ukrainian identify and denial
assertion about their representation of Russian culture. Therefore, worth emphasize, that I. Riepin’s
and I. Ajvazovsky’s art in the future makes influence on modern Ukrainians’ national consciousness.

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Abstract.

The aim of the article is to clarify the historical context and reasons for the formation of the
Soviet nomenclature in the Ukrainian SSR in 1919 — 1924. The research methodology is based on a
combination of general scientific (analysis, synthesis, deduction) and special-historical
(historiographical scientific analysis, structural-systemic) methods with the principles of historicism,
objectivity, scientificity, and evidence. The scientific novelty of the work lies in the fact that using the
above-mentioned methods in combination with scientific principles, the authors analyze the process of
formation of the Ukrainian nomenclature as a systemic whole, consisting of elements (each element
corresponds to a corresponding field of activity), on top of which a super-system is built as a peculiar
basis, namely: the form of formation of the Russian nomenclature in the RSFSR (according to which
nomenclature is formed in the Ukrainian SSR). Conclusions. Formation of the nomenclature in the
Ukrainian SSR occurred as a result of the direct intervention of the Bolsheviks. To form the Ukrainian
nomenclature, the Bolsheviks used methods of physical intervention and influence, which was
accompanied by the expulsion of Ukrainian communists outside the republic and the appointment of
communists from the center (RSFSR) to leadership and vacant positions in the government and
communist party in the Ukrainian SSR.

The purpose of the article is the need to carry out a comprehensive study of the educational
situation of the Czech ethnic minority in Dnieper Ukraine during the Ukrainian War of Independence
and the factors that contributed to its development and the circumstances that created difficulties. The
research methodology includes the following principles: objectivity, historicism, consistency,
problematic. The work uses the following methods: analysis and synthesis, problem-chronological,
comparative. The scientific novelty consists in the study of the peculiarities of the educational
situation of Czechs in Dnieper Ukraine on the eve and during the Ukrainian War of Independence of
1917-1921, which distinguished them from other ethnic minorities and Ukrainians. Conclusions.
During the activity of the Ukrainian authorities, the Czech minority received legal protection and the
right to freely develop its own culture. Ukrainization, which was initiated by the Ukrainian Central
Council, did not limit the use and development of Czech or other national languages of ethnic
minorities, but was an element of the unification of the educational process. After the coup on April 29,
1918, hetman Pavlo Skoropadsky abolished the democratic freedoms of the Ukrainian Central
Council. However, Czech education and culture not only developed freely, but also benefited from
significant funding from the Ukrainian state. Retraining of Czech teachers was also organized as part
of the Ukrainization of education. The Directorate of the Ukrainian People's Republic not only restored
the laws of the Ukrainian Central Council, but also planned to further democratize them, which in turn
could give a new impetus to the development of Czech education. However, it was not possible to
implement the ideals of the Ukrainian revolution regarding the freedom and equality of all peoples due
to the gradual defeat of the pro-Ukrainian forces.

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Abstract.

The purpose of the article is to analyse the processes and methods used by the NKVD
officers in the executions in 1937-1938. The author characterises the stages of execution by the NKVD
officers in 1937-1938, using materials from archival and criminal cases, examines the peculiarities of
the activities of the state security bodies, and reveals the consequences for the perpetrators after their
mass executions. The research methodology is based on a combination of general scientific
(abstraction, analysis and synthesis, generalisation) and special historical (historical-systemic,
historical-critical, problematic) methods with the application of the principles of historicism, scientificity
and systematicity. The scientific novelty of the work lies in the fact that, using the materials of
archival and criminal cases of NKVD officers, the author analyses the methods and procedures,
circumstances, conditions of mass executions on the territory of Ukraine in 1937-1938, and reveals the
impact of these methods on the psychological state of the Chekists. Conclusions. In 1937-1938, the
NKVD carried out executions with extremely strict organisation and a clear division of responsibilities.
The participants in the process had a specific task, but the common task was to keep the executions
secret. The technology of execution was carefully regulated by NKVD Order No. 00447, which
established the exact procedure for executions. Regulation, standardisation, secrecy, and the use of
physical and moral violence are the main characteristics of the work of NKVD employees during mass
executions. The NKVD officers involved in the execution process received special training, which
included not only technical skills but also methods of psychological influence on the convicts. In
general, the system of state security agencies was designed to maximise efficiency and minimise the
risk of information leakage. Each stage of the execution was clearly defined: from the moment of
arrest to the final execution. Executions were carried out in specially equipped rooms or in remote
areas where maximum secrecy was ensured. Participation in such operations required not only
technical skill, but also a high level of psychological stability.

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Abstract.

The purpose of the article is to examine the public activities of Béla Gencsy in 1956 in
chronological, cause-and-effect order and in context, at the same time to present his positional range
of motion at that time — as the former bishop of the Transcarpathian Reformed Church — which could
have determined his ambivalent decisions. There research methodology is based on a combination
of general scientific, special-historical and interdisciplinary methods. Due to the current research on
the topic and the formulated aspects, we conducted primary source exploration, which above all
means the usage of archival documents. The scientific novelty of the work lies in the fact that based
on documents of the time — based on the events of the period under discussion — we explore
Béla Gencsy'’s role as a church leader and the areas of his activities in the year 1956. With the help of
the archival materials at our disposal — beyond the dictated factocratic narrative of historical
chronology — we took into account the guidelines of the former bishop's public actions and looked for
their driving forces, which had not been examined in this context before us either in domestic or
foreign historiography. Conclusions. It cannot be disputed in any way that after the defeat of the
Hungarian revolution in 1956, the bishop Béla Gencsy wrote or signed the letter sent to the UN, in
which he refuted the news about the deportation of the Hungarian insurgents to the Soviet Union.
However, clear source evidence has not been found until today that whether he prepared the letter of
his own accord, or whether he wrote or signed it on the instructions of the Soviet state security
agencies. Attila Seres' statement is relevant to this issue, that it is not certain whether he could have
done anything else in his position. It should also be noted that he never condemned the priests of the
Hungarian Reformed Church who joined the revolution, or the statements of Laszl6 Ravasz - the
bishop of the Hungarian Reformed Church. On the other hand, it can also be ascertained that in the
autumn and winter of 1956, he provided his ministers who were in Hungary during the revolution with
the official background to the Religious Cult Affairs Council, and when they returned, he did not allow
them into the state office until the Transcarpathian plenipotentiary representative ensured their
impunity. In several cases, the revealed facts and events cast a different light on Gencsy himself and
on the personality and judgment of the characters of the contemporary events.

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Abstract.

The purpose of the research is to analyze the structure, position and definition of the main
trends in the environment of the Orthodox clergy of the Chernivtsi-Bukovyna Diocese in the early
1980s, as well as to study its role and influence on socio-cultural and religious processes in the region.
The research methodology is based on the use of general scientific and special historical research
methods, including problem-chronological, historical-comparative, typological, diachronic, etc. The
scientific novelty is that for the first time the clergy of the Chernivtsi-Bukovyna diocese in the early
1980s became the object of a separate scientific study. Conclusions. The clergy of the Chernivtsi-
Bukovyna Diocese in the early 1980s was quite homogeneous, and its number was constant, reaching
an average of 150 people. Such a number of priests did not meet the needs of the diocese. About a
third of the priests were over 60 years old, which in some places did not allow them to fully cope with
the workload that existed. This situation is primarily related to the measures of the Soviet authorities,
which were directed against the ordination of new priests, especially young people and persons of
middle age and obstacles to their admission to theological educational institutions. Despite this, most
of the priests of the diocese had an adequate spiritual education. As a way out of the situation, the
ruling bishop ordained priests from among capable psalmists and choristers, who undertook to receive
the necessary spiritual education in absentia, to vacant parishes. Orthodox priests played an important
role in the lives of believers in the region, ensuring the satisfaction of their religious needs. In the
region, a significant number of religious observances and the presence of the faithful at services, in
particular young people, were noted. Preaching activity was an important component of service. The
financial situation of priests was influenced on the one hand by the significant attendance of churches
and the performance of religious duties, which contributed to a fairly high level of financial support, and
on the other hand by the Soviet discriminatory tax policy and other methods of extorting funds from the
clergy.

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Abstract.

The purpose of the article is to explore the role of the Greeks of the Azov region in shaping
the national identity of Ukraine, as well as to analyze the impact of their ethnocultural heritage on the
development of modern Ukrainian society. The methodology of the research is based on a
combination of historical-ethnographic and cultural-anthropological approaches, as well as the use of
interdisciplinary methods of analysis, including comparative analysis, data systematization, and
synthesis. The scientific novelty of the work lies in the fact that, for the first time, a comprehensive
analysis of the transformation of the national identity of the Greeks of the Azov region has been
carried out, from their resettlement from Crimea to the modern period, particularly in the context of
socio-political changes in Ukraine and the influence of external factors, such as the war in Donbas.
Conclusions. The article concludes that the Greeks of the Azov region have played a significant role
in forming the multinational identity of Ukraine. Their cultural heritage, preservation of language, and
traditions in the face of historical challenges serve as an example of the resilience and adaptability of
an ethnic minority within the context of modern Ukrainian society. Further research in this direction
may contribute to a deeper understanding of the processes of ethnic and national identification in
Ukraine.

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Abstract.

The paper analyzes the moods and attitudes of the rural population of Podillia in 1928, which
were caused by the Bolshevik regime’s intensified offensive against private ownership in the villages
and aimed at its elimination. This policy was part of Stalin's “revolution from above," with self-imposed
taxation becoming one of its important components. The methodology of the study is based on the
principles of objectivity and historicism, employing both general scientific and specialized research
methods: the problem-chronological, historical-comparative methods, and critical analysis. The
scientific novelty of the study is defined by the authors' interest in a topic that has been insufficiently
researched in Ukrainian historiography: the reaction of the rural population of Podillia to the initial
measures of the Bolshevik occupation regime, which sought to eliminate private ownership in
Ukrainian villages and impose collective farming by enforcing inflated self-taxation plans.
Conclusions. The year 1928 marked an intensification of the struggle between Ukrainian peasants
and the Bolshevik regime, which, in pursuit of the “socialist restructuring” of the village, deliberately
brought peasant farms to ruins by increasing financial pressure through the method of “improved” self-
taxation. This led to widespread discontent, which was mostly manifested in peasants’ protestations,
refusals to vote for the self-taxation rates imposed by the authorities, etc. and threatened to escalate
into violent resistance.

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Abstract.

The purpose of the article is to reconstruct the life and activities of a Japanese diplomat,
primarily in the field of rescuing Jews in the first years of World War Il (1940-1941). The author
characterizes Sugihara's personal qualities, working conditions in various parts of Europe, particularly
in Lithuania and East Prussia, and examines the forms and methods of rescuing Jews. The research
methodology is based on a combination of general scientific (chronological, problem-historical,
analytical, synthesis, generalization) and special-historical (historical-typological, historical-systemic)
methods with the principles of historicism, objectivity, systematicity, scientificity, verification, using
interdisciplinary approaches to the intersection of world history, psychology, ethics; memories of
contemporaries of the World War Il. The scientific novelty of the work lies in the fact that, using
these methods, the author reveals the character of Sugihara as the savior of European Jewry,
analyzes the number of visas issued and the impact of his diplomatic activities on the future fate of
Jewish refugees — applicants for temporary asylum in Japan. Conclusions. The Japanese savior, with
all his diplomatic activities and «righteous» life, demonstrated an absolute immersion in the Jewish
problems of the World War Il. Despite all the obstacles that stood in his way, he was able to save
thousands of refugees who asked for transit visas to Japan in order to find a peaceful life in other
countries of the world. In Lithuania, Sugihara could not calmly look at the constant crowds at the
windows of his residence, mainly Polish Jewish refugees who found refuge in Lithuania after the Nazi
occupation of Poland, but with the Soviet occupation of the country had to continue to arrange their
lives in other countries of the world. In East Prussia, the consul faced a similar problem. Being familiar
with the Nazi policy of anti-Semitism in the occupied and annexed territories of the Reich, Sugihara
understood well what future awaited Jewish asylum seekers, and could not refuse them help. The
diplomat, despite the fact that he belonged to a country that became an ally of Germany in the World
War Il and had its own colonial ambitions in Southeast Asia, did not fall victim to anti-Semitic
propaganda and Judeophobia, but on the contrary showed sympathy for asylum seekers. Today, there
are 40,000 to 50,000 descendants of those Jews who were helped by the Japanese diplomat living in
the world.

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Abstract.

The purpose of the article is to study the impact of the European Union's regional policy
(cohesion policy) on employment in Poland after the country's accession to the EU. The research
methodology consisted of analysing state documents (development plans, implementation plans,
strategies, efc.) that reflected the prospects for the implementation of European regional policy in
Poland; studying statistical data and comparing the amount of resources allocated to the employment
system and the achievements made; studying the results of sectoral and national studies on this topic.
The scientific novelty is to determine the impact of the EU cohesion policy measures on the
employment system of the Republic of Poland after the country's accession to the European Union,
based on statistical data, documentary sources and the results of the assessment of the Ministry of
Regional Development. Conclusions. The European Union's regional policy has played a significant
role in shaping the quantitative and qualitative level of employment in Poland. After joining the EU,
Poland received the largest support among the new member states under the cohesion policy aimed
at reducing development differences between regions and promoting sustainable economic growth.
However, it cannot be argued that regional policy funds aimed at business development have played a
leading role in the development of the Polish regions' economies. In some places, it is almost
impossible to distinguish between socio-economic growth that was the result of financing from
European funds and growth that was naturally determined by the general market conditions. Based on
the indicators taken info account, we can say that cohesion policy measures have had a visible
positive effect on the overall employment system, the development of knowledge-intensive industries,
the stimulation of the knowledge economy, and the training and development of personnel after
Poland'’s accession to the EU and its involvement in the common European regional policy.

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Abstract.

The purpose of the research is to reveal the peculiarities of the reflection of life in the USSR
during the active phase of the establishment of Stalinist totalitarianism and the implementation of the
Holodomor-genocide policy of the Ukrainian people in the satirical and humorous periodical «Red
Pepper», to emphasize the source value of the periodical as an important factor in the formation of
public attitudes, the principles of reflecting reality and criticism from the authorities of negative
phenomena for it. Research methodology. The benchmark of the methodological approach is a
complex interdisciplinary analysis of a complex socio-cultural phenomenon - the press coverage of
everyday life in Soviet Ukraine and the positioning of international events through the prism of the
politics of the Stalinist totalitarian regime. General historical methods of analysis and synthesis,
comparison and generalization are used, the method of content analysis and criticism of periodicals as
a historical source is used. The scientific innovation consists in tracking and summarizing the
materials of the magazine «Red Pepper», where the most pressing issues of the state-political, socio-
economic, everyday life of Soviet Ukraine and the most important events abroad are highlighted. This
is an attempt to find out through the printed media the features of the formation of the appropriate
attitude of the population to current problems by the authorities, to analyze the technologies of
influence of the totalitarian regime on the public. Conclusions. Analyzing the magazine "Red Pepper"
for 1932, we note the following positions: the publication was under total party (VKP(b)/KP(b)U) control
and obediently relayed the main postulates of the forced building a «happy» socialist future. At that
time, the most effective artistic personnel in the USSR were selected and verbal and visual channels
of information were successfully combined, which became a kind of continuation of the best traditions
of agitation and propaganda during the period of the struggle for the dictatorship of the proletariat in
1917-1922. Considering the low level of education of the majority of the population in the conditions of
poverty, such measures became an effective tool for forming the necessary social attitudes and a new
Soviet identity in the rigid oppositional paradigm of «own-alien». The publication «Red Pepper»
performed the role of a public platform as, on the one hand, celebrating the successes of the frantic
pace of building a socialist system and general criticism of the capitalist world, and on the other hand,
it presented a picture of ruin, unprofessionalism in all spheres of management and economic activity,
the flourishing of crime and fraud, acute social problems. For the purpose of stereotyping and
preparation for a permanent merciless struggle, emphasis was placed on the construction of the image
of both internal enemies (turtle, priest, opportunist) and external ones (capitalists with fascist aids,
social democrats). Official humor in the conditions of totalitarianism loses its primary signs of being
funny and becomes a tool of intimidation and harassment against any dissenting opinion.

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Abstract.

The aim of the article is to characterize P. Khavliuk’s scientific publications dedicated to the
history of crafts and technologies in order to determine the main directions and key ideas of his
research. The research methodology is based on the principles of historicism and objectivity.
General scientific methods of analysis, synthesis, systematization and generalization, as well as the
comparative-historical method, have been applied. The scientific novelty of the work lies in the fact
that for the first time, P. Khavliuk’s publications dedicated to the history of crafts and technologies
have been comprehensively characterized, the main directions of his research and key ideas
regarding the development of ancient crafts have been identified. Conclusions. P. Khavliuk emerges
as an archaeologist and historian who was not afraid to revise established theories and sought to
comprehensively illuminate the history of ancient crafts and technologies, taking into account the
results of his own archaeological surveys and excavations, primarily in the Southern Buh region, using
a complex of research approaches, including experimental archaeology, comparative analysis, and
integration of data from various scientific disciplines. The scientist’s attention was drawn not only to
purely technological aspects but also to economic and social aspects of craft development. The main
directions of P. Khavliuk’s research encompass pottery, metallurgy, millstone production, and jewellery
making of various cultural groups and periods: Zarubyntsi and Chernyakhiv cultures, early Slavs, and
Uliches. Key theoretical foundations of P. Khavliuk’s works include rethinking the role of local traditions
in the development of crafts, particularly insisting on the independent development of Ulichian
jewellery making. He also made an important contribution to understanding the evolution of millstone
production technologies, ceramics, and metal items. Based on archaeological findings, the researcher
drew conclusions about the level of craft development, production specialization, and trade
connections, considering the development of crafts in a broad economic and social context. It is
important to note the evolution of P. Khavliuk’s ideas throughout his scientific career. His later works
demonstrate a more critical approach to established theories and a deeper understanding of the
complexity of cultural interactions in craft development. Although P. Khavliuk’'s works contain a deep
analysis of many aspects of ancient crafts, he also pointed out the need for further research,
particularly in the field of cultural influences and technological exchanges between different tribes and
cultures.

The problem statement. By definition, archaeology is a mixed discipline with a unique
epistemological status among the humanities, social sciences and natural sciences
(Castillo, 2024, p. 1), particularly in view of a need for new historiographical narratives that connect
recent developments in the field of archaeology with its disciplinary past (Abadia, 2024) requiring
research into the connections between archaeology and the history of technology. After all,
technology, which occupies an extremely important place among the diversity of social phenomena,
has always aroused both practical and theoretical interest. Human thought has long tried to find an
answer to the question: what is technology as a phenomenon that differs from other phenomena of
nature and society. This takes into account not only the static but also the dynamic state of
technology, its change over time, which is studied by the history of technology (I'pidbdpeH, 2013, c. 16).
Despite its specificity and being a completely independent scientific discipline, history of science and
technology is closely related to other social sciences, especially general history and social sciences
(historical materialism, philosophy of history), which are part of the social sciences. As for the history
of science and technology itself, today it is common to refer to historical sciences
(Griffen, Ryzheva, Nefodov, Hryashchevskaya, 2022, p. 34). One way to trace these connections is to
study the works of archaeologists related to the history of technology. In particular, a prominent
Ukrainian archaeologist and historian, local historian and educator, who made a significant
contribution to the study of antiquities of Podillia
(Pyab, B., Kocakiscbkuin, B., 2011; Pyap, B., Kocakiscbkuin, B., 2011), Pavlo Khavliuk published a work
in 1956 dedicated to materials for the archaeological map of the Sob River basin, in which he paid
special attention to ceramic production, describing various decoration techniques, focusing on how the
Trypillians processed stone, and regarding the bearers of the burial field culture, he noted
technological progress in pottery and the development of metalworking. Mentioning Slavic settlements
of the Rus times, he characterized in detail ceramic production, both molded and wheel-made
(XaBnok, 1956). With this article, the researcher demonstrated his particular attention to the history of
ancient crafts and technologies, and subsequently devoted a series of publications to this direction
(Pyab, B., Kocakiscbkuin, B., 2011; Pyap, B., Kocakiscbkuin, B., 2015), which require separate research
as a contribution to the development of the history of technology in general.

The analysis of sources and publications. The source base of the study is P. Khavliuk’s
publications related to the topic: both individual
(XaBsnitok, 1965; Xasntok, 1972; Xasniok, 1973; Xasniok, 1977; Xasntok, 1980; Xasntok, 1980a; Xasnto
K, 1984; Xaentok, 1988; Xaentok, 1990; Xasniok, 1992; Xaenok, 1999), and in co-authorship with
V. Hopak (XaBntok, Nonak, 1972; XaBntok, Monak, 1973).

In addition to V. Rud and V. Kosakivsky, who devoted bio-bibliographic studies to P. Khavliuk
and his legacy (Pygp, B., KocakiBcbkui, B., 2011; Pygb, B., KocakiBebkun, B., 2015) with a list of
P. Khavliuk’s works, including those related to the history of crafts and technologies, D. Lenchuk paid
considerable attention to the researcher’s legacy. Thus, D. Lenchuk synthesized information about the
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archaeological collection from P. Khavliuk’'s surveys and excavations, housed in the Vinnytsia
Regional Museum of Local History and in particular characterized P. Khavliuk’s findings in the early
Slavic craftpersons’ settlement of the 7 — 8 cent. near the village of Pariivka, in the Chernyakhiv
settlements near the village of Chortoriya and the village of Harmaky, in the Zarubyntsi culture
settlement near the village of Marianivka, in the Ulych hillfort near the village of Sazhky and
summarized that P. Khavliuk’s research allowed to obtain important archaeological materials that
highlight the development of pottery, metallurgy and construction technologies in different historical
periods in the Vinnytsia region (JleHuyk, 2020). Another work by D. Lenchuk examines the
contributions of P. Khavliuk to the study of Buh-Dnister and Trypillia cultures in the Vinnytsia region.
The author emphasized that between 1951-2001, P. Khavliuk systematically investigated about 1000
archaeological sites in the area. The article examines such aspects of P. Khavliuk’s contribution to the
development of the history of crafts and technologies: research of Neolithic ceramics (on the example
of Buh-Dnister culture pottery with the addition of crushed shells or grass to clay for strength, using a
comb stamp for decoration); characteristics of Trypillian crafts: pottery, weaving, copper production,
construction. Thus, D. Lenchuk concluded that P. Khavliuk, among other things, made significant
conclusions about the topography, architecture, tools, pottery, and other aspects of material culture of
Buh-Dnister and Trypillia settlements (Jlenuyk, 2024). D. Lenchuk also summarized and introduced
into scientific circulation the anthropological material from P. Havlyuk’s excavations at the Ulychian
settlement near Sazhki and presents new insights into 42 10-century human skeletons, drawing on
unpublished materials from P. Havlyuk’s personal archive and official reports (JleHuyk, 2023).
However, P. Khavliuk’s publications entirely devoted to the history of crafts and technologies have not
been the subject of separate research.

The purpose of the article: to characterize P. Khavliuk’s scientific publications dedicated to the
history of crafts and technologies in order to determine the main directions and key ideas of his
research.

The results of the research. In his 1965 article on early Slavic pottery manufacturing
technologies, based on extensive archaeological material collected in the Southern Buh region,
P. Khavliuk characterized in detail the evolution of pottery manufacturing technologies and the
establishment of pottery as a separate craft among Slavic tribes of the 5" — 10" cent. A key element of
the study is the analysis of a special pottery manufacturing technology widespread among the Antes of
the 5t — 7t cent., which P. Khavliuk called «ribbon horizontal circular molding» (building up vessel
walls with clay strips using a primitive rotating stand). The scientist viewed this technology as
transitional between hand molding and the use of a full-fledged potter’'s wheel. He noted that traces of
joining these strips can be seen on archaeological finds. P. Khavliuk traced the gradual improvement
of this technique from the 5" to the 8% — 10™ cent., which facilitated the introduction of the potter’s
wheel, as well as the evolution of the potter's wheel from a primitive rotating stand to a heavy hand
wheel, and finally to a foot-operated potter's wheel (Xasntok, 1965). Thus, the researcher took a
thorough approach to studying the technological development of pottery, which allowed for the
identification and analysis of transitional technologies.

P. Khavliuk paid special attention to the regional peculiarities of pottery craft development. He
emphasized that in different regions, the potter's wheel spread at different times, particularly among
the Slavs of the Southern Bug region — earlier than in Volyn or Kyiv, possibly as early as the beginning
of the 8™ cent. (XaBntok, 1965). Thus, using the comparative-historical method, geographical and
temporal differences in the development of technologies were comprehensively taken into account.

The work also discusses the evolution of raw material use: from clay with additives to purified
«fat» clay. According to P. Khavliuk, this innovation is associated with the overall progress in pottery
production technology (XaBntok, 1965). This demonstrates a systematic approach to analysing the
development of the pottery craft.

Based on archaeological findings, P.Khavliuk made an important conclusion about the
separation of pottery into a distinct craft as early as the beginning or first half of the 8t cent. One of the
proofs in favour of this, the scientist identified the appearance of professional masters’ stamps on the
bottoms of vessels (XaBntok, 1965). This shows P. Khavliuk’s ability to make profound historical
conclusions based on specific items of material culture, linking artefacts with broader socio-economic
processes.

The researcher refuted the previously widespread historiographical idea of the «coarsening» of
Slavic pottery, explaining this by the erroneous attribution of Chernyakhiv culture monuments to early
Slavic culture (Xasnok, 1965). This demonstrates his critical approach to established theories and
ability to rethink archaeological data.

Before publishing in 1971 «some materials» on the characteristics of the Ulichian craft of the
10t — 11t cent., P. Khavliuk combined continuous archaeological exploration along rivers with
stationary research of ancient settlements, which resulted in the discovery of numerous specialized
dwelling-workshops, forges, iron-smelting and pottery kilns (Xasntok, 1972). The researcher paid
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special attention to the development of metallurgy and blacksmithing based on numerous finds of
metal products (tools, household items, and weapons). He emphasized that iron-smelting production,
based on local raw materials, fully met the Uliches’ needs for metal, and concluded that this indicates
the tribe’s self-sufficiency in this field. P. Khavliuk described in detail the technological level of Ulichian
blacksmiths, who possessed various metal processing techniques, including free forging, steel
cementation, hardening, and abrasive processing (XaBniok, 1972). Regarding the pottery of the
Uliches, according to P. Khavliuk, it was also at a high level. The scientist noted that the entire
extremely diverse range of ceramics was made on a potter’'s wheel (XaBntok, 1972). In addition, the
researcher highlighted the advanced bone processing, from which various tools and household items
were made (Xaentok, 1972). P. Khavliuk paid special attention to the existence of a specialized centre
for the production of millstones from volcanic tuff. According to the researcher, it indicated a developed
division of labour in Ulichian society (XaBntok, 1972). The extensive trade and exchange connections
of the Uliches were also mentioned (Xasniok, 1972). Thus, P. Khavliuk’s approach is characterized by
attention to the details of material culture and the desire to reconstruct the economic and social life of
the studied peoples based on them.

The scientist emphasized the historical continuity of the Ulichian craft, noting that it was largely
inherited from the craftpersons of the previous Antes period (Xaentok, 1972). In summary, P. Khavliuk
defined the level of development of Ulichian craftsmanship in the 10t — 11t cent. as high, but
emphasized that this development suddenly ceased due to the invasion of nomads (Xaentok, 1972).
This indicates his adherence to the concept of continuous development of Slavic crafts, but taking into
account sudden external interventions.

The research of P. Khavliuk and V. Hopak on the history of craft development and iron
processing technology among the Zarubyntsi tribes of the Southern Bug region is based on a
comprehensive analysis of iron tools found in Zarubyntsi settlements from the 15t cent. BC to the 2™
cent. AD, particularly at sites such as Marianivka, Nosivtsi, and Rakhny (Xaentok, Monak, 1972). So, it
is possible to trace the researchers’ focus on specific archaeological sites and their timeframe,
showing a well-defined scope for their study.

The authors applied a multifaceted approach, which included macro- and microstructural
analysis of tools, spectral analysis to detect impurities, metallographic and photocolorimetric analysis
to determine carbon content, as well as measuring the microhardness of products
(XaBniok, Nonak, 1972). This highlights the advanced scientific methods used in the study, indicating a
thorough and technologically sophisticated approach to archaeological analysis.

The study identified several technological groups of products. About 60% of them turned out to
be simple products made of bloom iron or low-carbon steel (XaBntok, onak, 1972). However, special
attention was paid to more complex welded knives made from a combination of iron and steel plates.
The researchers described in detail the technological scheme for manufacturing welded knives, from
preparing thin blank plates, assembling «packages» of 2—3 plates, heating to 1300-1400°C for forge
welding, to operations of actually shaping the knife. P. Khavliuk and V. Hopak noted that Zarubyntsi
blacksmiths were familiar with such basic techniques of free forging as stretching, bending, chopping,
etc. An important component of the work is the analysis of the evolution of iron processing
technologies from simple bloom iron products to complex welded structures. The emergence of heat
treatment of steel (hardening) at a later stage (15t — 2" cent. AD) was particularly noted, indicating
significant progress in metalworking (Xasniok, lonak, 1972). Therefore, the researchers deeply
understood the ancient metalworking techniques and were able to trace technological evolution over
time.

For a deeper understanding of the historical context, P. Khavliuk and V. Hopak compared
Zarubyntsi technologies with those of Scythian (7 — 3 cent. BC), Chernyakhiv (3 — 5t cent. AD),
and Antes (mid-1st millennium AD) cultures. It was emphasized that the Zarubyntsi technique of knife
making was more advanced than the Scythian one, and also persisted among the Antes until the
middle of the 1st millennium AD (XaBntok, 'onak, 1972). This observation reinforced the authors’
conclusions about the duration and stability of technological traditions in the region and demonstrated
their ability to place all findings in a broader historical context, comparing technologies across different
cultures and periods.

Raising in 1973 «the question of millstone production in Ancient Rus», P. Khavliuk thoroughly
investigated the development of millstone production from the 3™ cent. AD to the 13" cent.
(XaBntok, 1973). First of all, he carefully analysed the materials from which millstones were made,
noting the use of local resources such as granite, sandstone, and shell rock. The researcher paid
special attention to the hypothesis of ceramic millstone production (Xasntok, 1973), and provided a
detailed characterization of the production of both stone and hypothetical ceramic millstones
(Xaentok, 1973), which demonstrates his interest in innovative technologies of the past and indicates a
deep understanding of the technological aspects of the craft.

Referring to the archaeological findings of M. Bilyashivsky in 1891 and subsequent research in
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Kyiv, at Raiky and Horodsk settlements, critically approaching the interpretations of various
researchers, including H. Mezentseva, M. Karger, and V. Goncharov regarding the material of some
findings (Xasntok, 1973), P. Khavliuk demonstrated a deep knowledge of the historiography of the
problem, scientific objectivity, and critical thinking.

In considering the problem from the perspective of archaeology, history, and production
technology (Xaentok, 1973), P. Khavliuk’s interdisciplinary approach is evident.

The researcher also drew attention to the socio-economic significance of millstone production,
emphasizing their importance in the everyday life and economy of Rus. P. Khavliuk suggested that this
craft was specialized (Xaentok, 1973), which indicates a deep understanding of the economic structure
of Rus society.

Another joint study by P. Khavliuk and V. Hopak in 1973, dedicated to the development of
metallurgy and blacksmithing of the Uliches in the 10t — 11t cent., was based on findings of 42 iron
tools, household items, and weapons, as well as remains of iron-smelting and pottery kilns. Like the
authors’ previous joint work, it was conducted using microstructural and spectral analysis, as well as
measurements of metal microhardness (Xasntok, Nonak, 1973). The application of these research
methods allowed the authors to increase the reliability of data on the metallurgy and blacksmithing of
the Uliches.

P. Khavliuk and V. Hopak determined the development of metallurgy among the Uliches, whose
craft production was concentrated in settlements near fortified towns, as high. Regarding the sources
of iron ore, the scientists emphasized that the Uliches used local sources (iron hydroxides, volcanic
tuff, and bog ores), and thus were able to effectively use natural resources (Xaentok, Monak, 1973).

Regarding iron processing technology, the researchers concluded that it was largely inherited
from the Antes. Overall, the Uliches were noted to produce both simple iron products for mass
consumption and high-quality steel items on order, using cementation to obtain steel and hardening to
increase its hardness (XaBnwok, Nonak, 1973). Thus, both technological and economic aspects of
metallurgy were taken into account.

A particularly interesting find that P. Khavliuk and V. Hopak paid attention to was a sickle with
an innovative design. This sickle had a groove in the centre of the blade, which allowed for localized
hardening. The scientists noted that similar sickles had not been found in other Slavic territories
(XaBnok, Nonak, 1973), indicating a search for a broad comparative context.

In their work, the scientists disagreed with B. Kolchin’s conclusion that some iron knives were
«blacksmith’s rejects» (Xasntok, Nonak, 1973). This shows their willingness to revise established views
based on new data and their own research.

P. Khavliuk and V. Hopak also considered the technological achievements of the Uliches in the
context of their lives, mentioning the danger of nomadic attacks and the need to manufacture weapons
(Xaentok, Nonak, 1973), thus demonstrating a deep understanding of the connection between
technological development and the socio-political conditions of that time.

P. Khavliuk began his work on the reconstruction of Chernyakhiv millstones by reviewing
statistical data on the prevalence of different types of millstones and noted that these tools were
extremely common, especially in the forest-steppe zone of Ukraine and Moldova (XaBntok, 1977), thus
demonstrating his systematic approach to the topic.

The researcher thoroughly studied the materials from which millstones were made, noting that
local stone types were most often used — limestone, sandstone, and effusive rocks. P. Khavliuk even
identified a specific source of material — the Luhivsky quarry in the lllintsi district of Vinnytsia region
(Xasnok, 1977), which indicates his deep knowledge of the area and regional geology.

An important aspect of the research is tracing the evolution of millstone construction from simple
grain grinders to rotary millstones. P. Khavliuk emphasized that although Chernyakhiv millstones were
simpler than late Roman examples, they were significantly more efficient than previous types. He also
noted the absence of a hopper in Chernyakhiv millstones, which appeared much later, in the 10t cent.
among the Drevlians (XaBntok, 1977). Thus, the author revealed an evolutionary approach to studying
technologies.

A detailed description of the technical characteristics of millstones is another important
contribution by P. Khavliuk. He provides precise dimensions: diameter and thickness, describes the
variety of central hole shapes in the upper stone (runner) (Xasntok, 1977). Not limited to describing
findings, P. Khavliuk proposed his own reconstruction of the millstone mechanism based on a critical
analysis of previous reconstructions (including those by E. Simonovich, E. Rickman, . Vynokur, and
others), his own experimental data, and ethnographic parallels. According to his version, grain was
poured through slots around the axis, and rotation was carried out using a handle or pole attached to
the ceiling. The researcher considered several options for handle attachment, analysing their
effectiveness (XaBntok, 1977). Such an interdisciplinary approach indicates the author’s broad outlook
and high technical competence.

P. Khavliuk also examined in detail the changes that occur with millstones during use, such as
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the formation of a conical protrusion on the lower stone (XaBntok, 1977), which indicates attention to
the use of artefacts, not just their manufacture.

An important aspect of the research is the assessment of productivity and production
organization. According to P. Khavliuk’s calculations, one millstone could produce about 15 kg of flour
per day (XaBntok, 1977). The attempt to evaluate the economic aspects of millstone use indicates the
researcher’s interest in socio-economic history.

The researcher considered millstones not in isolation, but in the context of the entire settlement,
analysing their location in buildings and the presence of special rooms for grinding. Findings of several
millstone sets in one room gave the researcher grounds to hypothesize about the possible use of
forced labour (XaBntok, 1977). Thus, P. Khavliuk considered artefacts within the framework of a
broader archaeological and social context.

In 1980, P. Khavliuk began his study of the development of crafts and technologies among the
Slavs of the 6" — 7t cent. by examining the evolution of production. He emphasized the important
transition from domestic production to specialized craft centres that served areas within a radius of
30—40 km, considering this process key to the economic and social development of the Slavs.
According to the researcher, the emergence of separate craft settlements is a vivid evidence of this
transformation (Xaentok, 1980). This observation demonstrates his understanding of the formation of
economic ties and trade networks in early medieval Slavic society.

P. Khavliuk described in detail various production facilities such as ovens, furnaces, and
workshops, and emphasized the versatility of some ovens, which, in his opinion, testifies to the
ingenuity and adaptability of Slavic craftpersons (Xasniok, 1980). P. Khavliuk attached great
importance to archaeological findings, using them as the main source of information. He described in
detail specific objects and artefacts (Xaesntok, 1980), which demonstrates his belief in the importance
of material evidence for historical research. At the same time, the researcher interpreted them in the
context of economic and social development.

An important aspect of P. Khavliuk’s research is his analysis of social changes caused by the
development of crafts. He directly pointed out that these processes «accelerated the process of
breaking tribal traditions» (Xasntok, 1980). This demonstrates his vision of a close connection between
economic development and the social structure of society.

P. Khavliuk emphasized that the craft of the 6" — 7th cent. became the basis for the further
development of Old Russian craft (Xasntok, 1980). This demonstrates his understanding of the
historical process as a sequential development, where each stage is the foundation for the next.

P. Khavliuk took into account various factors: the geographical location of craft centres,
availability of raw materials, technological features of production (Xasntok, 1980). This demonstrates
his desire for a comprehensive understanding of historical processes.

He considers the development of crafts as a key factor that influenced social and cultural
changes in Slavic society (Xaentok, 1980). This reflects his inclination towards economic determinism.

P. Khavliuk also applies a comparative method, comparing findings from different regions
(XaBntok, 1980). This allowed him to identify general trends in the development of crafts among the
Slavs and avoid the limitations of local peculiarities.

In 1980, in his study of millstone production in the Chernyakhiv culture, P. Khavliuk emphasized
that hand-operated rotary millstones were the main tool for initial grain processing and significantly
more progressive compared to earlier methods of grain processing, such as grinding on grain rubbers,
as this greatly increased the efficiency of milling (Xasntok, 1980a).

The scientist criticized the approach of researchers who did not pay attention to the material
used for making millstones, and emphasized that studying the material can provide important
information about raw material sources, trade connections, stone processing technology, and local
production features (XaBniok, 1980a). This underscores the importance of an interdisciplinary
approach in archaeology, including petrographic analysis.

P. Khavliuk also noted that millstone production required specialized skills and tools, indicating
the existence of professional craftsmen or even craft centres. The assumption about millstone
standardization allowed him to hypothesize about possible mass production. An important aspect of
the research is the recording of millstone distribution in almost all settlements of the Chernyakhiv
culture. This observation allowed the researcher to draw conclusions about the universality of this
technology, the high level of agricultural production, a developed system of labour division, and the
possible existence of grain surpluses that required efficient processing means. P. Khavliuk also
suggested that this might indicate the existence of a developed system of technology exchange
between settlements, high mobility of the population or craftsmen, or even centralized production and
distribution of millstones. The use of millstones in households, according to P. Khavliuk, may indicate
a certain level of family autonomy in food production. Overall, P. Khavliuk paid special attention to the
historical significance of millstones as a notable achievement of ancient peoples (Xasntok, 1980a),
thus considering technological progress not only in an archaeological context but also in a broader
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historical and socio-economic context.

P. Khavliuk’s research (1984) on the history of the craftsmen centre for millstone production in
the Southern Buh region mentions that the centre functioned from the 1st to the 11t cent. AD
(XaBntok, 1984). The scientist paid special attention to stone processing technology, noting that iron
tools were used for millstone production (Xasntok, 1984). This observation allowed him to draw
important conclusions about the level of metalworking development in the region.

Tracing the evolution of millstones over the centuries, P. Khavliuk provided precise dimensions
of artefacts (diameter and thickness) to demonstrate changes in their construction (Xaentok, 1984).
This demonstrated the author's attention to detail in recreating the picture of technological
development in the craft.

P. Khavliuk noted the appearance of a new construction element in the 10t — 11t cent. — the
hopper, which allowed for adjusting the quality of grinding (XaBntok, 1984). Thus, an important aspect
of the research is the analysis of technological innovations.

Emphasizing the scale of production and distribution of millstones throughout the Dnipro region,
as well as conclusions about the existence of developed trade networks (Xasniok, 1984), further
indicate that P. Khavliuk did not limit himself to technical aspects of production, paying significant
attention to the economic aspects of the craft.

The researcher also characterized specialized dwelling-workshops where millstones were made
(XaBntok, 1984), drawing attention to the specialization of production.

P. Khavliuk also mentioned related crafts, based on findings of ceramics and sandstone
whetstones for sharpening tools (Xaentok, 1984). This indicates an attempt to outline a more complete
picture of craft production in the region, including the development of pottery and other crafts.

P. Khavliuk emphasized that the study of this craft centre can provide important information
about the level of craft development among the Slavs in the 5" — 11% cent. (XaBniok, 1984),
demonstrating an understanding of the importance of this topic for a broader understanding of Slavic
history.

In his 1988 work on the initial stages of early Slavic craft development, P. Khavliuk thoroughly
examined the development of craft production in early Slavic settlements west of the Dnipro, primarily
in the Southern Buh region, based on archaeological excavations that revealed a significant number of
specialized production structures (Xasnok, 1988).

According to P. Khavliuk, a complex of craft structures consisting of five semi-dugouts and six
above-ground buildings exclusively for production purposes was excavated in Pariivka. The
researcher emphasized that these were not just auxiliary premises, but full-fledged workshops for
mass production. Particularly interesting, in P. Khavliuk’s opinion, is workshop Ne 1, where two domed
furnaces were discovered that had been repeatedly rebuilt, indicating constant improvement of
production processes (XaBntok, 1988).

P. Khavliuk noted that the furnaces in Pariivka were capable of reaching temperatures sufficient
for melting metals and firing ceramics, as evidenced by findings of melted clay, bronze fragments, and
slags. The researcher also found evidence of diverse craft activities: in addition to metalworking and
ceramic production, bone and leather processing were carried out in the workshops (Xasntok, 1988).
Thus, the scientist paid close attention to the high technological level of these workshops.

P. Khavliuk concluded that at least two craftsmen could work simultaneously in one workshop,
indicating a certain level of specialization and organization of production (Xaentok, 1988). Therefore,
an important aspect of the research is the analysis of labour organization.

According to the scientist, the workshops not only met the needs of the local population but
were also part of broader trade and economic networks, contributing to the development of early
feudal structures in the region. The researcher believed that findings of bronze encrustations, clay
crucibles, and other items indicate the presence of technologically complex production processes that
significantly influenced the economy and social development of Slavic settlements of that time
(XaBntok, 1988). Thus, the scientist particularly emphasized the socio-economic significance of these
craft centres.

In 1990, P. Khavliuk dedicated his work to ceramic production of the Cherniakhiv culture in the
territory of Middle Dnister region and the territory between Dnipro and Dnister from the 2" to 4t cent.
AD. The researcher noted that until the end of the 2™ cent. AD, the region was dominated by the
Zarubyntsi culture, where ceramics were produced exclusively by hand. However, with the emergence
of the Cherniakhiv culture, there was a sharp transition to the use of the potter’'s wheel. P. Khavliuk
emphasized that this technological innovation, as well as kilns for firing, was borrowed, meaning they
did not develop gradually (XaBntok, 1990). This demonstrates both attention to technological aspects
of production and the ability to analyse cultural changes.

P. Khavliuk paid special attention to the variety of kilns found in the region. He identified types
with a support, with a supporting wall, and mixed, linking them to different cultural influences — Celtic
and Roman. The author also emphasized the geographical distribution of technologies: west of
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Kamianets-Podilsky, mixed type kilns prevailed, to the south — Roman type, and in the Southern Buh
region — ancient Roman type kilns (Xasniok, 1990). Thus, data was thoroughly systematized for
understanding intercultural interactions.

The scientist noted that from the 3 cent. AD, due to contacts with the northern Black Sea cities,
the Cherniakhiv population gained access to new technologies and foreign craftsmen (Xasniok, 1990),
thereby emphasizing the importance of trade for craft development.

The researcher emphasized that from the late 3 — early 4t cent. AD, mass production of grey
pottery dominated in the region. He drew attention to the concentration of ceramic production in
specialized settlements 15-20 km apart, which, in his opinion, indicates a high level of craft
organization. P. Khavliuk also mentions the use of slave labour (Xaentok, 1990), indicating his deep
familiarity with the complex socio-economic structure of the studied society.

Analysing archaeological findings, the author noted inscriptions of Greek and Roman origin on
Cherniakhiv ceramics — evidence of cultural connections and the influence of the ancient world on
local production (Xasniok, 1990). Attention to epigraphic monuments further demonstrates the
scientist’s interdisciplinary approach.

P. Khavliuk’s research on the processing of non-ferrous metals in the Zarubyntsi culture in the
Southern Bug region in 1992 contains observations that bronze metallurgy played a significant role in
the lives of local tribes, despite the lack of their own raw material base (XaBntok, 1992), which
indicates an understanding of the complexity of economic processes in ancient societies.

P. Khavliuk paid special attention to the origin of the raw materials. He noted that bronze was
imported in the form of ingots, and part of the metal was obtained by remelting imported items. The
researcher emphasized that bronze artefacts were found in almost all settlements of the region,
indicating mass production and high demand for such items (Xasntok, 1992). Therefore, the author
deeply considered the economic mechanisms of that time.

P. Khavliuk highlighted the use of various techniques, including mold casting, forging on wax
models, stani, and basma techniques. He paid special attention to the smelting of bronze in crucibles,
the use of domestic hearths, and blacksmith forges. P. Khavliuk also emphasized the diversity of the
Zarubyntsi craftpersons’ products. He described bracelets, neck torcs, beads, pendants, and fibulae,
noting the high artistic quality of some items (XaBniok, 1992). P. Khavliuk also focused on the
craftpersons’ tools, describing a specialized set that included punches, chisels, small hammers,
drawplates, pliers, ladles, molds, abrasives, and scissors (Xasntok, 1992). This indicates a systematic
approach to research and attention to the details of the technological process.

The researcher also examined the specialization of craftsmen. According to his conclusions,
non-ferrous metals were primarily processed by blacksmiths, but he did not rule out the existence of
jewellery specialists, given the mass production and specificity of jewellery making (Xasntok, 1992).
Thus, attention was also paid to the socio-economic aspects of the craft.

Of particular importance in the work is the identification of production centres: Maryanivka,
Raiok, Parkhomivka, and Haiok, where particularly skilled craftpersons lived (Xasntok, 1992). This
indicates the comprehensive work of the scientist with archaeological findings.

Overall, P. Khavliuk concluded that the level of non-ferrous metal processing in the Zarubyntsi
culture of the Southern Buh region was quite high. This is confirmed, in his opinion, by the variety of
techniques, the complexity of the products, and the mass production capable of meeting the wide
demand for metal products that resembled and replaced gold (Xasntok, 1992). Therefore, the work
formed a holistic picture of the development of crafts and technologies in the Zarubyntsi culture based
on the synthesis of the studied data.

In 1999, P. Khavliuk dedicated a separate article to the jewellery craftsmanship of the Uliches in
the Southern Bug region and the Prut-Dnister interfluve during the 9t — 13® cent. (Xaentok, 1999).

The researcher strongly opposed the views of pre-revolutionary scholars such as N. Kondakov
and V. Sedov, who considered the level of artistic craftsmanship among the Slavs to be low. He also
criticized B. Rybakov for underestimating the ability of Slavic craftsmen to master complex jewellery
techniques (XaBnitok, 1999). This criticism demonstrates P. Khavliuk’s desire to reassess established
historiographical views based on new archaeological data.

A key aspect of the study is the emphasis on the local origin of the Ulichian jewellery
craftsmanship. P. Khavliuk categorically rejected the idea of a decisive influence from Arabs or
Eastern peoples on the development of this craft. Instead, he insisted that the Ulichi’'s jewellery
craftsmanship developed independently, due to local socio-economic conditions (Xasntok, 1999). This
assertion is a significant contribution to understanding not only the economic development of the
Slavic tribes but also their culture as a whole.

Based on his own archaeological research, during which many artefacts were found,
P. Khavliuk provided a detailed description of the level of jewellery craftsmanship among the Uliches,
who lacked their own raw material base. He emphasized that Uliches craftpersons mastered complex
jewellery techniques, including filigree, granulation, fine forging, metal soldering, wire drawing, mold
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casting, wax model making, and the creation of matrices and stamps (Xasntok, 1999). The researcher
noted that the craftsmen used specialized tools such as stamps for embossing shapes, drawplates for
wire drawing, and miniature scales for weighing metal and finished products (Xasntok, 1999). The
detailed description of jewellery-making technology demonstrates P. Khavliuk’s deep knowledge of
jewellery technologies.

The scholar paid special attention to the production of earrings, which he considered the main
product of Ulichian jewellers. He described two main types of earrings: hollow (openwork) and
massive (solid). P. Khavliuk also noted other types of jewellery made by Ulichian craftpersons, such as
lunulae, round and bipyramidal pendants, openwork beads, torcs, rings, and buttons. He emphasized
that the craftsmen constantly improved their skills, as evidenced by the evolution of forms and
techniques in their work (Xaentok, 1999). Thus, the work systematically categorizes Ulichian jewellery
items.

Importantly, P. Khavliuk insisted on revising the attribution of certain archaeological finds. In
particular, he argued that earrings previously considered P. Khavliuk emerges as an archaeologist and
historian who was not afraid to revise established theories and sought to comprehensively illuminate
the history of ancient crafts and technologies, taking into account the results of his own archaeological
surveys and excavations, primarily in the Southern Buh region, using a complex of research
approaches, including experimental archaeology, comparative analysis, and integration of data from
various scientific disciplines. The scientist's attention was drawn not only to purely technological
aspects but also to economic and social aspects of craft development.

The purpose of the article — to find out the peculiarities of the conference “Hrushevskiana’”,
caused by the widespread celebration of the centenary anniversary of M. Hrushevsky by Ukrainian
historians abroad. The research methodology applies the principles of historicism and objectivity, as
well as general scientific and special-historical methods of historiographical research. The scientific
novelty of the article consists in an attempt to comprehensively reconstruct the historiographical
effect of holding conferences dedicated to the centenary of M. Hrushevsky by Ukrainian intellectuals
abroad. Conclusions. In conclusion, we would like to note that initiated by L. Vynar and the Ukrainian
Historical Society created by him, worthy of commemoration of the century of M. Hrushevsky, had the
consequence of the development of a rather intensive conference movement, which during 1966-1967
covered the main diaspora centers in the countries of North America and Western Europe. During
numerous academic and memorial events, there was a significant deepening and expansion of the
historiographical discourse focused on the figure of a prominent scientist. First of all, it should be noted
the further de-ideologization of the historian’s heritage, the growing understanding of the need to study
it taking into account the complex intellectual contexts of the time, the discovery of a considerable
number of new research perspectives, etc. All this prepared the necessary conceptual and empirical
ground for the disciplinary design of a new field of Ukrainian studies — Hrushevsky studies. This
disciplinary initiative of L. Vynar significantly intensified interest in the phenomenon of M. Hrushevsky
on the part of representatives of many branches of socio-humanitarian studies. The magnitude of the
mentioned measures and initiatives attracted the attention of the scientist of the Ukrainian intelligentsia
behind the ‘iron curtain”, which also resulted in the first attempts to rethink the figure of the Great
Ukrainian and the rejection of the most brutal invectives of the previous era. In general, the centennial
anniversary heralded a new historiographical stage in Hrushevsky studies.

Problem statement. As it is known, in the history of science, personal jubilee dates have a
special significance, because they stimulate increased public attention to their honored compatriot
[TenbBak, 2008a; TenbBak, 2010; TenbBak, 2012a]. The 100th anniversary of M. Hrushevsky was no
exception, which, despite the inertia of the thinking of some foreign opinion leaders and the prevalence
of many stereotypes, was celebrated during 1966-1967. In time, it overlapped with the widespread
celebration in the diaspora of the half-century of the explosion of the Ukrainian revolution, which
encouraged the expansion of the field of reflection on M. Hrushevsky at the expense of the least
consensual political and ideological plots of the legacy of the eminent scientist. In turn, this led to a
departure from the traditional complimentary historiographical rhetoric for this kind of event and the
emergence of a critical debate necessary for disciplinary progress. In general, the celebration of the
century of M. Hrushevsky appears as a multifaceted historiographical event. It is about putting forward
the initiative of such a celebration, discussing its forms and content in the public space and expert
environment, organizing various ceremonial events and, ultimately, the emergence of analytical and
synthetic studies about the jubilee, addressed to various readerships. And if the jubilee problems of
Hrushevsky studies have already come into the field of view of historiographers [TenbBak, 2016;
TenbBak, TenbBak, 2021], then the conference movement will continue to be on the margins of
research attention. We will focus on the mentioned component of the anniversary “Hrushevskiana”
below.

Analysis of sources and recent research. The source base of our intelligence is various
scientific and journalistic works, which Ukrainian foreign historians responded to the centenary
anniversary of M. Hrushevsky. The historiography of the chosen problem is generally quite modest. In
particular, Alla Atamanenko briefly touched on the issues of anniversary awards in her monograph on
the Ukrainian Historical Society [ATamaHeHnko, 2010 : 503-527]. Vitalij Telvak also paid some attention
to the historiographical effect of the celebration of the century of the Great Ukrainian [TenbBak, 2000;
TenbBak, 2002a : 13-41; TenbBak, CabiHcbkuin, 2022; TenbBak, 2011a; TenbBak, 2011b]. However, in
these works, the authors mostly focused on the general trends of diasporic Hrushevsky studies,
without specifically delving into the conference movement related to the celebration of the century of
the Great Ukrainian. These circumstances determine the relevance of the topic of our research.

The scientific novelty of the article consists in an attempt to comprehensively reconstruct
the historiographical effect of holding conferences dedicated to the centenary of M. Hrushevsky by
Ukrainian intellectuals abroad.
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The results of the research. According to the usual logic of national anniversary celebrations
and in view of the need to honor a person who became one of the most recognizable symbols of
modern Ukrainianness and intellectual resistance to the Soviet empire, in the year of the centenary of
M. Hrushevsky in the diaspora community, one should expect considerable interest in this date and
attempts to provide events of the greatest possible publicity for the promotion of Ukrainianness in the
free world. On the other hand, given the widespread skepticism of the socio-political legacy of the
distinguished scientist among the majority of opinion leaders of Ukrainians abroad, the matter of his
centenary had every chance to become almost the biggest scandal in our intellectual history of the
modern era. Depicting this, at first glance, paradoxical situation, O. Ogloblin wrote to L. Vynar:
“Although this year should be the “year of Hrushevsky”, in reality there will be little time for this, and
even less attention. First of all, our “leaders” hastened to declare it the “year of Franko” — on the
occasion of the 50th anniversary of his death. Of course, you can’t have anything against it [...]. But
this time, emigration would have to bring Hrushevsky to the fore. But that did not happen, and | have
the impression that neither Shevchenko Scientific Society nor Ukrainian Free Academy of Sciences
take this seriously. All this will fall on the shoulders of individual enthusiasts [...] and, ultimately, on the
Ukrainian Historical Society” [BuHap, AtamaHeHko, 2006—2007 : 359].

Despite such, it would seem, excessive dramatization, O. Ogloblin completely realistically
depicted the situation. Indeed, many Ukrainian foreign institutions and periodicals did not consider it
necessary to specifically celebrate the century of the greatest historian, suggesting, instead, to
celebrate either the “non-round” dates of other leading Ukrainian figures, or the anniversaries of
figures of a much smaller national scale.

In such a situation of complete ignoring of the century of the author of “History of Ukraine-
Rus”, the reputation of our cultural emigration was actually saved by the Ukrainian Historical Society
and its creator L. Vynar. It was he, sharing the above-mentioned apprehension of the head of
Ukrainian Historical Society O. Ogloblin regarding the tendency to silence the anniversary date of M.
Hrushevsky, who launched a wide media campaign promoting this event in the diasporic periodicals of
the time. Thus, already in the February issue of Svoboda, the most authoritative Ukrainian daily
newspaper in the USA, he comprehensively justified the need to declare 1966 as the Year of Mykhailo
Hrushevsky. Certifying him as “the most outstanding Ukrainian historian, the first president of the
Ukrainian People’s Republic, the most prominent figure of the Ukrainian national revival of the 20th
century”, L. Vynar pointed out the importance of the legacy of the author of “The History of Ukraine-
Rus” for the defense of Ukrainian national interests in the free world [Bunap, 1966b : 2]. The author
also informed the public about the preparatory measures already taken, pointing to the reprint in
English of M. Hrushevsky’s conceptual article on the outline of the Ukrainian historical process, his
“Autobiography” and selected bibliography. However, as L. Vynar rightly asserted, this is obviously not
enough for a worthy tribute to the Great Ukrainian.

Next, the editor-in-chief of “Ukrainian Historian” drew up a comprehensive research program
of M. Hrushevsky’s legacy, which, with many corrections and additions brought later by public and
expert discussion, became a reference point for the interdisciplinary understanding of the
phenomenon of an outstanding intellectual for many decades. First of all, L. Vynar pointed out the
need for a special source study of the key problems of the historian’s life and work, as well as the
need to write his biography, which would synthesize the achievements of Hrushevsky studies at the
end of the 19th and the first half of the 20th centuries. The scientist emphasized that these works
should appear not only in Ukrainian, but also, more importantly, in leading world languages in order to
familiarize foreigners with the leading figure of our culture, whose heritage has undergone many
manipulative distortions by the ideological enemies of Ukrainianism.

Finally, L. Vynar emphasized the need for the Ukrainian community to get rid of prejudices
about M. Hrushevsky as soon as possible and not to divide into uncritical apologists and ardent
opponents of his activities. After all, this distinguished intellectual, he emphasizes, belongs to his
complex and controversial era, taking into account the context of which both his sometimes painful
miscalculations and considerable achievements become clearer. In view of this, the author called on
the leading Ukrainian institutions in exile, first of all Shevchenko Scientific Society and Ukrainian Free
Academy of Sciences, to finally forget the long-standing disputes and jointly hold a large conference in
memory of their distinguished employee. “It is high time for our scientific institutions to find a common
language and jointly celebrate events and anniversaries that are of national significance,” L. Vynar
emphasized. — The joint celebration of the centenary of the birth of our genius of historical science will
testify to our inner unity and devotion to the ideas of Mykhailo Hrushevsky” [Bunap, 1966b : 2].

L. Vynar developed and deepened the ideas just expressed in his subsequent publications on
the pages of diasporic periodicals. Thus, at the end of March 1966, on the pages of the same
“Svoboda”, the scientist, in a special address to the diaspora community, outlined the historiographic
tasks of the Ukrainian Historical Society created by him in the context of the anniversary celebrations.
Evaluating his performance later, L. Vynar wrote: “It is possible to say without exaggeration that this
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“Address” became a kind of programmatic platform for Hrushevsky studies and a basis for re-
evaluating the multidimensional activity and creativity of M. Hrushevsky. This document has not lost its
relevance to this day in Ukraine, the Ukrainian diaspora, and among Ukrainian and non-Ukrainian
Hrushevsky’s experts...” [BuHap, 1998 : 85-86].

Separately, L. Vynar raised the issue of “separeted” during the anniversaries of I. Franko and
M. Hrushevsky, which was then lively discussed in the Ukrainian press. Completely in the spirit of the
above-mentioned advice of O. Ogloblin, the secretary of Ukrainian Historical Society pointed out the
expediency of commemorating Kamenyar in the first half of 1966, and instead suggested that the
second half of it be dedicated to the centenary of the author of “History of Ukraine-Rus”. It should be
noted that the majority of opinion leaders of Ukrainians abroad agreed to this proposal of Ogloblin-
Vynar, thanks to which the anniversary of M. Hrushevsky acquired organizational concreteness.

However, the most important part of this March article by L. Vynar in “Svoboda”, in view of the
further institutionalization of studies dedicated to the outstanding scientist, was the first mention in
historiography of the need to nurture a new discipline of Ukrainian studies — Hrushevsky studies.
According to the scientist’s idea, the bibliographic and source publications mentioned above should
actually become its basis. For the second time, its founder spoke about the problem of introducing a
new discipline into Ukrainian studies in the pages of the Toronto magazine “Free Speech” [BuHap,
1966a : 15—-16]. Since then, L. Vynar has repeatedly addressed the issue of the disciplinary status of
Hrushevsky studies and the delineation of its problem-thematic field [Makap, 2016].

The initiative of L. Vynar and the Ukrainian Historical Society created by him from the wide
celebration of the century of M. Hrushevsky made the necessary conscious impact on the Ukrainian
community abroad, which resulted in the organization of various events — memorial academies,
scientific conferences, music and declamation evenings, etc. Considering their geography, we can
confidently say that they covered almost all Ukrainian diaspora centers. At the same time, the lion’s
share of them falls on North American countries, where in the post-war period the representatives of
the post-war emigration were the most numerous, among whom there were many well-known
Ukrainian humanitarians. The scientific institutions they actually created moderated the conference
movement in 1966-1967.

The first ever academic event in honor of the centenary of M. Hrushevsky was held by
Ukrainian Free Academy of Sciences events in Canada already on February 13, 1966 in the premises
of the Ukrainian People’s House in Winnipeg. His program included a scientific presentation and its
subsequent discussion by those present. The speech dedicated to the jubilee was delivered by a well-
known linguist, scientist and public figure, president of Ukrainian Free Academy of Sciences, prof.
Yaroslav Rudnytsky. As the topic of his discussion, he chose the previously unknown problem of
“Mykhailo Hrushevsky as a reporter”, in which he touched on an interesting page of the scientist’s
literary heritage, namely his travel notes from Austria and Italy from 1908 and 1909. The report caused
a lively discussion, in which M. Marunchak, M. Mandryk, K. Antonovych, S. Mukhyn and others took
part [AkagemiyHun Buknag, 1966].

In the first half of the anniversary year, a memorial evening in honor of M. Hrushevsky was
also held in the USA. It is a joint initiative of Ukrainian Historical Society and the Detroit group of
Ukrainian Free Academy of Sciences, which held a ceremonial academy in Detroit on May 7, 1966. L.
Vynar, the founder of scientific Hrushevsky studies, gave a speech “The Young Years of Mykhailo
Hrushevsky” [XpoHika. Ctonitta Muxaina pywescbkoro, 1966]. Subsequently, this speech, revised
after the discussion, was published on the pages of “Ukrainian Historian”. The mentioned event was
accompanied by an exhibition of works by M. Hrushevsky and works about him.

It was fully expected that the main anniversary events took place in the second half of 1966.
So, on the very day of the scientist’s birthday, the Ukrainian Studies Center in Washington celebrated
the century of M. Hrushevsky with a speech by Volodymyr Hutsul from the University of California,
dedicated to the life and creative work of the scientist. In a few days, on October 9-10, in Toronto, at
the XV Scientific Conference of the Shevchenko Scientific Society, Bohdan Budurovych from the
University of Toronto gave a speech “Mykhailo Hrushevsky in the assessment of Western European
and American historiographers” [XpoHika. Ctonitta Muxanna Ipywescbkoro, 1966; Tenbsak, 2012b].
Also in Toronto on October 16, organized by the local Free Ukrainian Community, a festive academy
was held with a speech by Roman Oliynyk (Rahmanny), dedicated to portraying the great national
service of the distinguished historian [Oxpum, 1967 : 55]. On October 29, Denver held a meeting of the
Denver Ukrainian Free Academy of Sciences group, dedicated to the 100th anniversary of M.
Hrushevsky, with an introductory speech about him by Lev Bykovsky and Roman Chubaty’s memories
of the historian and his family based on the story of Maria Hrushevsky [J1. B., 1966]. On November 6,
the Federation of American Ukrainians and the Society of Supporters of the Ukrainian National Council
of West Ukrainian People’s Republic in Detroit held a joint festive event, at which V. Lysyy delivered
an academic essay, “‘comprehensively depicting the figure of M. Hrushevsky as the head of the
Ukrainian Central Council and the president of the Ukrainian People’s Republic.” [lanin, 1967 : 57—
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58]. On November 12, a ceremony was held in Ottawa with an academic report by R. Rakhmanny
about the life and work of Hrushevsky, organized by the Shevchenko Scientific Society department;
the afterword at the celebration was delivered by senator prof. P. Yuzyk. On the same day, a jubilee
evening with a speech by L. Vynar “The Life Path of M. Hrushevsky” was held by the Ukrainian
Historical Society, the Labor Center of the Shevchenko Scientific Society in Cleveland, and the
Association of Ukrainian Professors at American Universities; the opening speech at the event was
given by Mykhailo Pap. On December 10, the Shevchenko Scientific Society branch in Washington
together with Ukrainian Free Academy of Sciences celebrated the 100th anniversary of M.
Hrushevsky. Reports were given by A. Lutskiv (“M. Hrushevsky as a Ukrainian scientist and
statesman”), P. Kovaliv (“M. Hrushevsky in the struggle for the Ukrainian language”) and R. Smal-
Stotsky (“The beginning of our liberation struggles during the first world war”) [HoBi ginicHi 4neHu,
1967]. On December 17, 1966, the Ukrainian community in Montreal celebrated the centenary of M.
Hrushevsky with a memorial evening, at which R. Rakhmannyi gave an academic report on the main
milestones of the life and work of the greatest historian of Ukraine.

The anniversary events continued at the beginning of 1967. On January 28, the Ukrainian
academic society “Zarevo” in Baltimore held an academic evening, at which three reports were
delivered: N. Klynovska spoke about the main milestones in the life of M. Hrushevsky, A. Lutskiv gave
a detailed analysis of the “History Ukraine-Rus” and “History of Ukrainian Literature” [TenbBak, 2000b;
TenbBak, 2007], Y. Kryvolap reported on the topic “M. Hrushevsky as the President of the Ukrainian
People’s Republic” [«3apeBo» BlwaHyBarno, 1967]. On the same day, in New York, the local branch of
Ukrainian Historical Society held a solemn event in the hall of the Ukrainian Literary and Art Club, at
which M. Galia gave a popular science report. On February 11, a solemn scientific conference was
held in New York by the American National Academy of Sciences within the walls of the Ukrainian
Institute of America with reports by M. Chubaty (“Scientific reconstruction of the National Academy of
Sciences by M. Hrushevsky”), M. Stakhiv (‘M. Hrushevsky’s view on federalism”), V. Lentsyk
(“Hrushevsky in the assessment of his students”), O. Dombrovskyi (“Methodological basis of research
on the early history of Ukraine by M. Hrushevsky”), M. Chirovsky (“M. Hrushevsky as a researcher of
the Ukrainian economy”), M. Vatsik (“M. Hrushevsky as a historian and statesman”), N. Korol (“The
reason for the biography of Hrushevsky”), B. Romanenchuk (“M. Hrushevsky as a writer, literary critic
and historian of Ukrainian literature”), M. Andrusiak (“Hrushevsky as a historian, patriot and
statesman”), P. Kovaliva (“M. Hrushevsky in the struggle for the Ukrainian language”). Incidentally, we
should note that most of these reports soon appeared in the pages of the magazine “Ukrainian
Historian”, which after the jubilee year of 1966 gradually turned into a leading academic tribune of
Hrushevsky studies [['upuy, 1994]. On February 26, the department of the Ukrainian Public Scientific
Institute in New York arranged a report by R. Rakhmanny on the topic “M. Hrushevsky and the
Restoration of Ukrainian Statehood”. On April 8, the anniversary of M. Hrushevsky was honored with a
special conference by the newly created studio society named after him. According to the program of
the event, reports were heard by Y. Turkal (“Historical works of Hrushevsky”), M. Voskobiynyk
(“Mykhailo Hrushevsky as a politician”), I. Fizer (“M. Hrushevsky as a literary critic’) and M. Dalny (“M.
Hrushevsky as a publicist”) [TenbBak, 2008b].

However, the academic conference held on December 18, 1966, dedicated to M. Hrushevsky,
was the most authoritative scientific event of American Ukrainians. It entered the annals of Ukrainian
foreign science thanks to the combined efforts of three leading diaspora institutions in its conduct — the
Historical Section of the Ukrainian Free Academy of Sciences, the Historical and Philosophical Section
of the Shevchenko Scientific Society and the Ukrainian Historical Society [Cugopyyk, 2021 : 281].
Thus, the above-mentioned appeal of L. Vynar to the Ukrainian community to unite around the
commemoration of the ideologist of the Cathedral of Ukraine was heard. According to the conference
program, in the lecture hall of Ukrainian Free Academy of Sciences in New York, moderated by O.
Ogloblin, a number of reports important for the further progress of Hrushevsky studies were delivered.
Thus, O. Ogloblin in the essay “Mykhailo Hrushevsky against the aphids dobi” noted that the great
Ukrainian scientist is not confined to the problems of one era, since he lived and worked during
several historical days, full of their own peculiarities and problems. The speaker characterized M.
Hrushevsky against the background of the periods 1860-1880s, 1880-1917, 1917-1918 and 1918-
1934. On the basis of rich source material, O. Ogloblin gave a complete picture of M. Hrushevsky’s
contribution to the historiography, public, political and cultural life of Ukraine. In turn, O. Pritsak in the
report “Historiosophy of Mykhailo Hrushevsky” analyzed the populist historiosophy of the scientist, on
which he, according to the speaker, based his main historical works [TenbBak, 2002b]. Another
speaker, Y. Pelensky, in his report “Socio-Political Ideas of M. Hrushevsky” analyzed the evolution of
the socio-political outlook of the scientist, who, in his opinion, evolved in his views from gradual left-
wing democratism to utopian socialism. In the end, L. Vynar, in his speech “Lviv period of M.
Hrushevsky’s life”, highlighted his multifaceted activities against the background of contemporary
events in Galicia and convincingly proved that the pre-revolutionary twenty years of the author’s

“History of Ukraine-Rus” was “the fullest period of his life and creativity” [TenbBak, 2013; Telvak,
Pedych, Telvak, 2021]. According to the general recognition of the participants of the event, the
aforementioned anniversary conference was a great success, testifying to the fruitfulness of the
cooperation of the leading Ukrainian institutions [CTopidus 3 gHa HapomxeHHs, 1966].

At the same time, the anniversary celebrations in the diaspora centers of the USA and Canada
revealed further misunderstanding by part of the Ukrainian community of the national importance of
the author of “History of Ukraine-Rus” and the politicization of his legacy. Oleksa Ohrym, a contributor
to the Canadian magazine “Free Ukraine”, wrote about this, for example, summarizing the anniversary
events: “It is with regret that we have to say that our society is not yet in a position to appreciate the
great genius of Hrushevsky. For example: in Toronto, there is “Prosvita” Society named after M.
Hrushevsky, which did not even send a deputy to the Public Committee. The behavior of our clergy is
also strange: not a single Orthodox or Catholic priest considered it appropriate to take part in this
celebration, although everyone received an invitation. [...] And the so-called the free press, with the
exception of “Free Speech” and “Ukrainian Voice”, did not consider it appropriate to inform their
readers about the Academy held in Toronto in honor of M. Hrushevsky” [Oxpum, 1967 : 57].

The reviewer of the anniversary events for the Svoboda magazine also agreed with the
mentioned assessments: “The centenary of the birth of Mykhailo Hrushevsky, a great Ukrainian,
whose scientific and social activities gave rise to the creation of the modern history of Ukraine, has
passed. But Ukrainians in the free world did not celebrate these great anniversaries with dignity, they
failed to use the centenary of the birth of the first president of the Ukrainian People’s Republic to
promote demands for the state existence of the Ukrainian people. While the recent celebrations of
Shevchenko’s anniversary caused enthusiasm among the Ukrainian community in the free world,
Hrushevsky’s anniversary did not find a wide response in it” [T., 1966]. We can explain the just
described skeptical attitude of part of the Ukrainian citizenry by the inertia of the mass consciousness,
which was extremely slow in giving up the stereotypes that had prevailed for a long time.

Along with representatives of the Ukrainian diaspora in the New World, M. Hrushevsky’s
anniversary was also celebrated by emigrants in Western Europe. Thus, on October 21, at the
initiative of the Union of Ukrainian Journalists, Panas Fedenko’s speech “Mykhailo Hrushevsky —
Historian and Politician” was presented at the House of Ukrainian Science in Munich. On November
19, in Munich, the German-Ukrainian Society organized a holiday academy in honor of M. Hrushevsky
and R. F. Kaindl. The report “Hrushevsky as a scientist” was delivered by the authoritative German
historian Bolko von Richthofen. On December 9, a jubilee conference dedicated to M. Hrushevsky was
held in Munich as part of the Seminar for East European and South European History of the University
of Munich and Shevchenko Scientific Society in Europe. The forum was opened by Georg Stadtmiuiller,
a regular professor of Eastern European history at the University of Munich. In his introductory speech,
he emphasized the importance of M. Hrushevsky for Ukrainian history, Eastern European
historiography, and for the Western world in general. The jubilee speech was delivered by prof. of
Eastern European history of Heidelberg University Helmut Neubauer. He characterized the most
important stages of M. Hrushevsky’s scientific career, noted his prominent place in Ukrainian
historiography, his creation of a school of Ukrainian historians, his connections with German
colleagues and their influence (for example, on Otto Goetz and Leopold Karl Goetz), as well as
mentioned the historian’s cooperation with colleagues from Eastern and Southeastern Europe [Telvak,
Yanyshyn, Telvak, 2021; Telvak, linytskyi, 2018]. At the end of the event, Volodymyr Kubiyovych
spoke about the merits of M. Hrushevsky for the development of the Shevchenko Scientific Society,
about his extensive publishing activity and about the scientist as a politician [XpoHika. CtonitTs
Mwuxanna I'pywesckskoro, 1966].

Along with solemn events, Ukrainians in the Western world also informed the public of their
countries of settlement about the anniversary of M. Hrushevsky by publishing popular scientific essays
in foreign languages in local periodicals, where the emphasis was usually placed on the significance of
the national service of the author of the “History of Ukraine-Rus”. Taking such publications into
account significantly expands our understanding of the geography and features of the Jubilee
“Hrushevskiana”. English-language popular science texts about M. Hrushevsky appeared the most.
For example, let’s recall the biographical profile of O. Ogloblin. In turn, several articles authored by F.
Fedoronchuk appeared in the Vatican press. Ukrainian emigrants in France were also quite active,
publishing a special issue of the magazine “Bulletin Franco-Ukrainiené”, which, among other things,
contained popular science essays by llko Borshchak and Oleksandr Shulgin [TenbBak, TenbBak,
2022]. Similarly, Panas Fedenko published an essay about M. Hrushevsky on the pages of the cult
emigration Polish magazine “Kultura”, published by Jerzy Gedroyc in Paris [TenbBak, 2006; Telvak,
Yanyshyn, Telvak, 2023]. Ukrainian emigrants and their colleagues from Germany also contributed a
lot to popularizing the figure of M. Hrushevsky in the country, publishing several thematic issues of the
Munich quarterly “Ukraine in Vergangenheit und Gegenwart”, which is authoritative among Ukrainian
scholars. We can cite many similar examples.

Along with the countries of the Western world, representatives of the Ukrainian diaspora in the
countries of the socialist camp also remembered the anniversary of their well-known compatriot. Such
publications became possible thanks to the reverberations of the Khrushchev’'s “Thaw” in the USSR.
For example, publications about M. Hrushevsky appeared in the literary and artistic magazine
“Duklya”, which was the organ of the Ukrainian branch of the Union of Slovak Writers. He honored the
anniversary of a prominent historian and the magazine “Druzhno Vpered”, which was the organ of the
Cultural Union of Ukrainian Workers of Czechoslovakia [Telvak, Telvak, 2019]. On the pages of these
magazines, not only the scientific, but also public activities of M. Hrushevsky were quite favorably
characterized, and his fruitful organizational work in Soviet Kyiv was also mentioned [M. 'pyLueBCbkMIA
(100 pokiB 3 gHA HapomxkeHHs), 1966]. What is important is that the Ukrainian scientist was portrayed
as a victim of Stalin’s arbitrariness, so the need for his rehabilitation and uncommitted study of his
considerable creative output was emphasized.

Conclusions. In conclusion, we would like to note that initiated by L. Vynar and the Ukrainian
Historical Society created by him, worthy of commemoration of the century of M. Hrushevsky, had the
consequence of the development of a rather intensive conference movement, which during 1966-1967
covered the main diaspora centers in the countries of North America and Western Europe. During
numerous academic and memorial events, there was a significant deepening and expansion of the
historiographical discourse focused on the figure of a prominent scientist. First of all, it should be noted
the further de-ideologization of the historian’s heritage, the growing understanding of the need to study
it taking into account the complex intellectual contexts of the time, the discovery of a considerable
number of new research perspectives, etc. All this prepared the necessary conceptual and empirical
ground for the disciplinary design of a new field of Ukrainian studies — Hrushevsky studies. This
disciplinary initiative of L. Vynar significantly intensified interest in the phenomenon of M. Hrushevsky
on the part of representatives of many branches of socio-humanitarian studies. The magnitude of the
mentioned measures and initiatives attracted the attention of the scientist of the Ukrainian intelligentsia
behind the “iron curtain”, which also resulted in the first attempts to rethink the figure of the Great
Ukrainian and the rejection of the most brutal invectives of the previous era. In general, the centennial
anniversary heralded a new historiographical stage in Hrushevsky studies.
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Abstract.

The purpose of the article is to attempt a comprehensive study of modern Ukrainian
historiography, the forms and directions of the organization of scientific activity of Ukrainian
intellectuals who worked in interwar Poland. The research methodology relies on the use of an
interdisciplinary approach. Based on the principles of objectivity and historicism, the research has d
the structural-functional systematic analysis of historiographical facts and the comparative-historical
method. The article has used the heuristic possibilities of periodisation, classification and typology
methods. The scientific novelty of the article lies in the comprehensive analysis of the historiography
of the research of Ukrainian scientific life in the Second Polish Republic. Conclusions. The conducted
historiographical analysis proved its considerable popularity among modern researchers of various
aspects of the problems of the Ukrainian scientific movement in the Second Polish Republic.
Scientists, updating the previously unknown materials in Ukrainian and foreign archives, consistently
work out numerous institutional, problem-thematic, personalistic, archival and bibliographic subjects of
this multifaceted topic. As a result, an impressive circle of diverse literature appeared (monographs of
articles, reference publications, etc.). At the same time, a clear disciplinary disproportion is noticeable,
which consists in the dominance of socio-humanitarian issues, and most of all - historiographical. This
situation is explained by its more effective instrumentality in the contemporary struggle of Ukrainians
for their national and cultural rights. Therefore, it is time to balance the scientific discourse with works
on the contribution of STEM sciences to the national and world science of the interwar twenty years.
This will make it possible to discuss the concept and structure of a panoramic study on the
phenomenon of Ukrainian science in the Second Polish Republic, which should appear as a collective
interdisciplinary project.

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Abstract.

The purpose of the article is to trace through the pages of the magazine «From the archives
of the VUCHK-GPU-NKVD-KGB» for 1994-2022, what role it played in the formation of the domestic
historiography of the Soviet repressive-terrorist system thanks to the opening of archival materials of
the special services of the USSR, to trace the results of cooperation historians, archivists and public
activists in the restoration of historical truth and justice. The research methodology is based on the
historiographical and source-based analysis of documentary, informational and scientific-analytical
materials of the magazine. Scientific novelty. 57 issues of the magazine «From the archives of the
VUCHK-HPU-NKVD-KGB» were comprehensively processed. The focus of the review is publications
about the Soviet repressive system, analyzed according to a) structuring of materials by headings, b)
typology of publication of documents (integral complexes; thematic cases; separate documents); c)
authored scientific and analytical articles based on archival sources. Conclusions. From the very
beginning, the magazine acquired the status of an authoritative scientific and documentary publication,
necessary for the study and understanding of the Soviet repressive system. The documentary base
published on the pages of the magazine contributed to the deepening of knowledge about the Soviet
regime. Thanks to new documents from special funds and archives of the Soviet special services,
researchers debunk the myths of Soviet propaganda, destroy stereotypes about the social security of
citizens of the USSR, about «social justice» and «socialist legality». The publication of documents and
scientific-analytical articles contributed to the progress of domestic historiography of Stalinism and
totalitarianism in the socio-cultural plane, thanks to the anthropocentric approach, historians expanded
the study of repression not only through institutions and bodies, but through everyday life, attitudes
and behavior of society.

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Abstract.

The purpose of the article is to study and analyze different approaches to the definition of the
concept of "intangible cultural heritage"” in the works of modern Ukrainian researchers representing
various sciences. Research methodology is represented by a set of general scientific methods and
approaches, in particular, methods of comparative analysis and systematization. The scientific
novelty consists in the analysis of the peculiarities of the definition of the concept of "intangible
cultural heritage”, depending on the affiliation of researchers to one or another discipline. Such an
analysis will help to avoid the limitations of the definition of the concept within one field and will allow
to develop a more effective approach to the definition of this concept. Conclusions. In the course of
conducting this research, it was established that the interpretation of intangible cultural heritage has a
connection between the specificity of the definitions and the professional affiliation of the authors to
such sciences as economics, cultural studies, history, geography Common features in the definition of
features of the concept of intangible cultural heritage are noted. Representatives of these disciplines,
namely economics, geography emphasized in the formulation the connection with tourism. Scientists
in the field of history and cultural studies paid attention to the importance of the formation of the
identity of a separate social group and the transmission of cultural values, traditions and customs from
generation to generation. Distinctive features in the explanation of the concept of intangible cultural
heritage in comparison with the previous group of scientists are the interpretation of the concept of
"intangible cultural heritage" by representatives of the geographical discipline, which includes spiritual
values, traditions, beliefs and understanding of the way of life. Among all the definitions of the concept
of "intangible cultural heritage", the most successful one, in the opinion of the author, is the one
prescribed in the provisions of the Law of Ukraine "On Culture”. Prospects for further research into the
concept of "intangible cultural heritage" lie in the development of more effective approaches to the
preservation and use of the cultural heritage of Ukraine.
